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LEGISLATION ON THE FINAL EXAMINATION

Nftv. 50. § (2) Students finish their studies in higher education in vocational training, undergraduate and graduate training, and special further training by a final examination. 
VHR 11. § (1) A final examination is taken in front of a final examination board consisting of a chairman and at least two members. ….   A protocol (minutes) is written about the final examination. 

THE PROCEDURE OF THE FINAL EXAMINATION

At the beginning of the examination the secretary of the final exam will have 3-4 students draw their final examination questions with the permission of the chairman. The students must write on the stamped sheet(s) of paper they are given in the exam room. They will have 30 minutes to prepare for their presentation. 
Presenting the thesis: time 10 minutes. After the student’s presentation any member of the final exam board can ask questions about the thesis.
In case the thesis got a mark 1 (fail) by the reviewer then the students cannot take their final exam, they must write the thesis again.  
Oral presentation: time 10 minutes. After the student’s presentation any member of the final exam board can ask questions.
After the student has drawn the final exam questions the secretary completes the minutes of the final exam and also records the questions. 
The candidate's knowledge and preparedness is graded by each member of the final exam board, then the grades are discussed in closed session and in case of dispute the members vote and determine the final exam grade. In case of the equality of votes the chairman of the exam board decides.
The secretary will record the final exam grades, calculates the averages of the final exam and the diploma, and determine their grading.


FINAL EXAM AND DIPLOMA GRADING

The result of the final examination is given by the simple arithmetic mean of the grading at the final examination and the grading of the thesis. 
The grading of the diploma is given by the simple arithmetic mean of the result of the final examination and the #cumulative weighted average, rounded up to two decimal places.

(1) The prerequisite of issuing the diploma after completing the studies in higher education is a successful final examination ...
(3) ..... the diploma must be issued within thirty days from the day of the successful final examination. ...
